Chrysanthemum — 3 stems any colour and specimen

Cosmos — 3 stems

Daisies — 3 stems any colour

Hydrangea — 3 stems any colour

Phlox — 1 stem any colour

Phlox — 3 stems any colour

Rose — 1 climbing and colour in bud or bloom

Rose — Hybrid Tea any colour

Rose — Miniature any colour

Rose — Floating with foliage in any colour

Zinnia - 3 blooms, decorative

Zinnia - 3 blooms, pompon

Zinnia - 3 blooms, cactus

Collection of Zinnias — not to exceed 5 stems

3 stems Sedum (may be split into large & small if entries merit)

Collection of Hosta leaves up to 6” in length suitably arranged, not to exceed 5 stems
Collection of Hosta leaves over 6” in length suitably arranged, not to exceed 5 stems
